An acceptable drug rehabilitation program must include at least two unannounced drug tests, and:  (1) Be qualified to receive 
funds from a federal, state or local government or from a federally or state-licensed insurance company; or (2) be administered 
or recognized by a federal, state or local government agency or court, or a federally or state-licensed hospital, health clinic or 
medical doctor.
